� Location: The event will be held in the mountains of Central Pennsylvania starting in the small town of Lock Haven

located off I-80 approximately 3 hours driving distance from Philadelphia, Pittsburgh, Rochester, NY, and Baltimore, MD.
� Directions to Starting Point & Camping: Take Lock Haven Exit off Rt. 220. Proceed North through 2 stoplights.

Turn right at next stop sign. Proceed 1 mile + and  take first right after Piper Airport (follow red Dual Sport Arrows). GPS
address for rider reception, camping, and start is 859 Lower Creek Road, Lock Haven, 17745.

� Course:  The course will be 100 miles each day through the mountains to the North and West on Sunday, and to the

North and East on Saturday.  The majority of the course will be on dirt trails and roads.  Only a very limited portion of
the course will be on hard top roads. Also, there will be a new course for heavy weight Adventure Bikes.
� Saturday Free snack stop and Sunday Free lunch stop at half way point.
� On Saturday the ride will end at approximately 5:00 PM at Castanea Picnic Grounds where a Bar-B-Q will begin.
� Free Camping: Camping is available at the Castanea Picnic Grounds (Bar-B-Q location). Showers available. Plenty of

camping available.  No open fires are permitted.  All fires must be contained.
� Saturday & Sunday breakfast will be available for purchase from Farrandsville Church.
� We recommend that you bring extra tubes for your bike.
� DCNR requires license plate be on your bike, not your person or backpack.  Please abide by this as they will

be enforcing. You must be riding legally.
� Bring your AMA card with you to sign up
